This inaugural three-day selling exhibition of contemporary art, including paintings, prints and 
drawings by selected professional artists, will be held at the Geffrye Museum this summer. Work 
will range widely between figurative and abstract works and encompass a variety of media. 
 
There will be oil paintings, etchings, linocuts, wood engravings, screen prints and drawings as 
well as some photo-based and mixed media examples. Subject matter will vary from traditional 
still life and landscape to works inspired by city life or influenced by contemporary 
preoccupations, and will present a wide exploration of colour, form and atmosphere.  
 
The event’s organisers, The Friends of the Geffrye, hope to attract serious collectors and people 
buying for offices or hospitals, as well as those looking for art to hang on their walls at home.  Prices 
will start at £90, with the majority of works priced between £300 and £1,000.   All profits will be 
donated to the Geffrye Museum’s exhibition and education programme.
