past century. This will be guest co-curated by Sylvia Katz, a specialist on
plastics and design and author of Classic Plastics, from Bakelite to High-Tech
and other titles. Both exhibitions will be supported by an imaginative programme
of events and activities.

2. The Geffrye specialises in the domestic interiors and furniture of the urban
middle-classes. Its displays span from 1600 to 2000, forming a sequence of
period rooms which capture the quintessential nature of English interior style.
