FLOCK ‘N’ ROLL: New Ideas in Wallpaper Design is an exhibition of contemporary design that 

explores wallpaper’s re-emerging importance in the modern interior. The exhibition will highlight 

wallpaper’s increasing role in bringing style, artistic expression and fashion into the domestic 

setting. 

 

FLOCK ‘N’ ROLL will highlight a contemporary shift in interior styling that utilises wallpaper as art 

in a variety of ways. One off designs, such as those by Tracy Kendal and Jocelyn Warner, are now 

being displayed as single strips or panels, which are seen as a feature rather than a backdrop to a 

room interior. Other designers, such as Alexander Beauchamp, actually place small pieces of their 

wallpaper in frames, further blurring the divide between art and decoration.  

 

Rachel Kelly and Deborah Bowness are incorporating their own individuality into their designs and 

many artists trained in fine arts have created wall coverings, which they consider to be just as 

significant as their work in other media. 

 

The choice of exhibits will reveal the diversity of styles and forms found in contemporary wallpaper, 

which will include three dimensional, interactive and embroidered works. The arrangement of the 

exhibition will be thematic and will include the following sections (designers to be confirmed):
